Dear Madam,

It is our great pleasure to invite you to the Tenth Annual Women’s Conference for Peace in the Middle East on the theme: “Building a Culture of Peace in the Family: Educating for Peace in the World”. It will be held in Geneva, Switzerland, June 20-21, 2006, at the United Nations. 
We have chosen this theme in response to the 1998 United Nations’ General Assembly Resolution declaring 2001-2010 an “International Decade for a Culture of Peace and Nonviolence for the Children of the World”- as well as the great emphasis being put on education for peace and development, as evidenced in the ongoing “World Programme for Human Rights Education” (2006-   ). We felt that at this point, it would be important take a critical look at some of the existing methods and structures in the particular context of women in the Middle East. We hope to conclude our two days of deliberations with proposals about:

· the untapped potential of families as an ideal norm-setting institution in educating caring and responsible citizens 
· using that model to better understand the dynamics of constructing a global culture of peace and human dignity
·  in re-invigorating the belief in a peaceful world with women as a central agent of change.
The conference will be co-chaired by H.E. Inam Al-Mufti, the former Minister of Social Development and current Senator in Jordan, and Dr. Lan Young Moon, President of the WFWP International. As in previous years, we will be inviting around 40 women of influence, representing governments, academic institutions, international organizations, media professionals, business and civil society leaders - from nearly all countries of the Middle East. We hope to provide them with a valuable forum for dialogue, exchange of expertise and strengthening of partnerships together with their counterparts from the Geneva-based U.N. Agencies, government representatives and the many international NGO’s who are engaged on similar issues.
It will be a unique opportunity that we hope you will join us to make even better. We look forward to a very productive meeting together.
