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It is an honor to be invited to this conference and such a conference is very important during this hard time, this conference is to call for peace but where is peace in the world. Especially in our region the Middle East. I wanted to share with you all our experience in working toward peace in Kuwait. Kuwait is a small country in size but it is very big in its deeds to the neighboring countries in specific and to the whole world in general. Through out the history, Kuwait was and still well known for it’s great interested and hard work towards peace all around the world even through the hardest moments in Kuwait History when Iraq invaded Kuwait in 1990 even then Kuwait didn’t forget the needs of the people in the developing countries who have been tested Kuwait dedicate to keep helping them financially by demolishing all the debt for the developing countries during this harsh circumstances. With all the bleeding wands that Kuwait got from the invasion the peace loving people of Kuwait kept helping Iraqi refugees at the Iran Iraq boarders. And up until now, Kuwait is still supporting their neighbors in Iraq. The generosity of the Kuwaiti people exceeds all borders and limits starting from helping Palestinian people since 1948 until now. 

Kuwaiti women play a big role in developing Kuwaiti society. Kuwaiti women proved themselves through their hard work in all fields in Kuwait. Even though many Kuwaiti women reached a high a leading positions such as lawyers, Doctors, president of universities, ambassador and deputy ministers, but they are still struggling in getting the right of voting and political representation in the Kuwaiti parliament. Even after his highness Sheikh Jabber Al-Sabah announced to the Kuwaiti parliament and the Kuwaiti propel in My 16th 1999 the right for women in Kuwait to practice their political rights and activities, but 32 members out of 62 from the Kuwaiti parliament voted against women participation in politics, the reason in their opinion was Islam prevent women from political participation. 

     Never the less Kuwaiti women did not give up their fights up until now. 

I will give you an example of my personal experience in lobbing for women political rights in Kuwait. In June of 1999 the Kuwaiti women union asked for my advice in this matter!! My advice to them was to establish political committee to support women political participation in the parliament, after I gave my advice I founded myself elected by the Kuwaiti women union to be the president of this committee so with no choice I started taking care of my new very important responsibilities and what makes this very important not ONLY women right in political participation but this is the first time in the history of Kuwait the Kuwaiti government announce in public this rights and presented as a decree law to the parliament. 

As a president for the political committee I started choosing the members of my committee from both genders because I believed that democracy can not be implemented by men or women only but they have to work together to achieve it, so I started many activities. 

First, a media campaign through out the country I brought all sides and opinions in this matter whether it is pro or against to educate and encourage for this rights. 

Second, in February of 2000, I and group of Kuwaiti women raised the issue of women political participation for the first time in front of the Kuwaiti Court. 

Prior to all of that as a woman activist, during the Iraqi invasion to Kuwait I established a civil resistant committee inside Kuwait to help Kuwaiti people in my district with their all life aspect under this brutal invasion and how to protect themselves and others during this hard time. 

I have more to tell about my activates in Kuwait and many other countries. I have been just asked to talk about women in Kuwait and about my experience, but I have given only 8 moments to talk about it so I apologize. 

Finally, the peace that we are all look forward to achieve is not the political peace with the big slogans. Our goal to achieve the real Peace that based on, Love, cooperation, and harmony that started from home, school and the society then the world expand and educate the Knowledge of peace on all level. I.
